The photograph was taken
using available light with a 50mm, f1.4 lens mounted on a Nikon DSLR D700 camera in
aperture priority with the meter set to pattern and focus set on single servo.
| like the earth tones in the staircase and was trying to capture the light reflecting off
the arch in the ceiling while trying not to over expose the light in the fixture. | took a
couple of test shots of this staircase first metering in the darker areas down the stairs,
then metering the light fixture near the top of the staircase in order to insure a proper
exposure. The photographs were taken hand held averaging around 1/40th of a
second.
